CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

PRESENTATION BY ALLEN WEH REGARDING PROPERTY PURCHASE


Allen Weh, 6722 Rio Grande Blvd., said he was asking for approval in principle to purchase 42 feet of Village property (at fair market value) running along the property line between the municipal lot and his lot in order to build a garage and to adjust some of the screening that has affected his orchard because of too much shade.

   
Administrator Ward said he scheduled this item incorrectly.  He said he was not anticipating a decision from the Board, but some guidance as to whether this would be a project that Mr. Weh should pursue or not.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Abraham reported that:
· He will be hosting the Mayors’ Caucus at Vernon’s Steak House and hopes that Governor Richardson will be joining them.

· Verizon is still tweaking their signals for better coverage in the Village.

· AT&T has started construction and should be up and running by mid-September or at the latest, October 1.

· The next Village Vision should be in the mail on Friday.

· The Guadalupe Trail Artists’ Studio Tour is coming up on October 4 & 5.

· The Growers’ Market is doing extremely well and has been well attended.

· He is the new Mid Region Council of Governments Chair for the next two years.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

Administrator Ward reported that:
· Some parents of Taft School students called Channel 13 to inquire why the grass is not green on the field.  A mediation session was held with the Village, Heads-Up Landscaping, Star Paving and Larkin Engineering and in principle they have agreed that the $150,000 required to install grass and fix one section of the irrigation will be split four ways.  The tentative schedule calls for installing grass on or about October 20 and then turning the field over to APS shortly after that. 

· The Gross Receipts Tax revenue is slightly off from the projection of an 8% decline over last year and it is running slightly below that.  They will continue to monitor it and if the decline continues, the budget may need to be adjusted to compensate for it.

· The I&J Sewer Project is moving along but the price of asphalt has jumped about 60%.  There is no provision in the County’s contract for escalation in material costs.  Negotiations are taking place between the County and the Contractor on how much that will impact the overall cost of the job.  It will impact the Village on what the cost will be for the bike trail.  Once the decision is reached on the cost impact of paving, Rio Grande will be paved from Chavez Road north to Ranchitos and then they will button up everything south on the project.  The Contractor’s goal is to get the southern portion of the project finalized and then certified by ABCWUA.

· The Garduño Road drainage project agreement should be moving along shortly.

· A lot of work is taking place on the Village Center property area and they are getting close to having a project there.   
  
C.
PLANNER’S REPORT


Planner Seebach reported that:  

· The building permits are holding steady.
· Currently there are 15 open applications, 6 of which are site development plans for very large projects.
· The new FEMA maps go into effect September 26, 2008.
· She attended the Army Corps of Engineers seminar on release of levee inspections last year and the northern Albuquerque levee system, of which the Village is a part, was given a low to medium priority on the up-grade/restoration list.  
· They have been working with David Owsley, Richard Lovato and Roger Ecker to finalize the JB’s right-of-way plat.
· Six of the French drains on 4th Street were cleaned and that should help relieve the ponding water issues.

Attorney King reported that she:  

· Worked on the new Cingular/AT&T lease form.

· Worked with Planner Seebach on zoning applications, ordinances and reports.

· Worked with Administrator Ward on a large number of purchase agreement issues for the redevelopment area.

· Worked with Administrator Ward on the Taft School field issue.

· Worked on the Landau litigation.

· Served as legal counsel to the Planning & Zoning Commission.
  
E.
FIRE DEPT. REPORT


Fire Marshal Cordova reported that:  

· They ran 92 calls for the month of July.
· The Friday before last they were called out to a 2-story residential structure fire around 9:30 a.m.  They were first-on-scene, took command and established the water supply.  Other units arrived from the City of Albuquerque and Bernalillo County to assist.  The extinguishment of the fire lasted most of the day.  There are currently volunteers at the site 24/7 containing the scene and making sure it is safe.  The insurance company has agreed to demolish the structure and preserve the origin of the fire.  There will be a full investigation of the cause of the fire in the next few days.  No one was home at the time of the fire; no firefighters were injured.  A neighbor behind the residence called 911 to report the fire.
· The Fire Department Olympics were held with numerous events including weight lifting, running with hose, basketball, tug of war, etc.  The basketball tournament was won by Administrator Ward and Volunteer Justin Armijo who were representing “Japan”.

FINANCIAL BUSINESS 

         
A.
CASH REPORT – JULY

Treasurer Haines reported that the cash balance was increased by $102,754.04 resulting in an ending cash balance of $7,500,214.23 and without the bond and open space money, the cash balance would be $3,074,992.65.
   
Trustee Lopez said on page 48 of 53, it shows a budget of $143,950 for the State Grant COOP-Operating Transfer In.  He asked what roads would be worked on. 
Administrator Ward said there are a number of roads to be repaired including Green Valley, Osuna Road and Ortega Road.  He said the other projects are the intersections at Los Ranchos, Ranchitos and El Pueblo at 4th Street.
Trustee Lopez said he would like to see a commitment to restriping on 4th Street and the other streets as well.  

Administrator Ward responded that the work on the intersections using GRIP 2 funds will be well into the future and that he agrees they need to put new stripes on 4th Street using State Appropriation funds for road maintenance.
MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval of the Cash Report.  Trustee Rael seconded the motion.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2008-8-1 – 


REVISING THE 2008/2009 FY BUDGET –TO INCORPORATE THE 2008 LEGISLATIVE GENERAL FUND PROJECTS APPROPRIATIONS IN THE AMOUNT OF FOUR HUNDRED FORTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS


Administrator Ward said the Village has received funds for the Anderson Fields property purchase, the Community Center Barn, open space and for maintenance equipment.  He said the grant agreements have been before the Board and it is now necessary to adjust the budget to include the appropriations.

MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval of Resolution No. 2008-8-1.  Trustee McDonough seconded the motion.

ROLL CALL VOTE:  Trustee McDonough, yes; Trustee Homan, yes; Trustee Lopez, yes; Trustee Rael, yes.  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND APPLICATIONS 

A.
AN APPEAL BY REBECCA AND LAWRENCE LEEMAN OF PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION DENIAL OF V-08-05 A VARIANCE FROM THE REQUIRED 26 FOOT HEIGHT LIMIT TO BUILD A PORTION OF AN ADDITION AT 28 FEET 6 INCHES IN THE A-1 ZONE OF THE DIETZ FARM CHARACTER AREA ON JULY 8, 2008 AGENDA ITEM 5B. THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED AT 1717 DIETZ LOOP NW AND IS LEGALLY KNOWN AS LOT 13, RIO GRANDE MEADOWS, BERNALILLO COUNTY, NEW MEXICO, APRIL 1965. THE PROPERTY CONTAINS .556 ACRES MORE OR LESS

Attorney King swore in those who would be speaking on this item.

   
Planner Seebach reported that on July 8, 2008, the Planning & Zoning Commission denied by a 3-2 vote, Application V-08-05 for a variance from the required 26 foot height limit.  She said the Planning & Zoning Commission denied the variance based on the fact that it did not meet the hardship requirements.  She said the Department recommends denial of the appeal for a variance with the following findings:  1) The variance does not meet the hardship requirements of Section 24 (E)(a); it is not in conformance with the goals and policies of the Village Master Plan; 2) It is contrary to the public interests; 3) There are no special conditions whereby a literal enforcement of this Ordinance will result in unnecessary hardship.  Because there are alternative means of ventilation, such as roof line vents or lowering the 10 foot high living room ceiling to 8 feet, which do not require the variance, the applicant has not proved unnecessary hardship.  The applicant has submitted building plans which lower the 10 foot living room ceiling to 8 feet, thus allowing for a 2 foot tower which meets the Ordinance.  4) The Variance request does not meet the requirements of Section 24(E) (a) and (b) (1) through (6).  5) The request is contrary to the requirements of Ordinance 209, Sections G(2) Second story buildings shall not exceed 26 feet in height measured from the existing grade, to the top of the parapet or top of the mansard roof line and (5) (a) Chimneys shall not exceed 29 feet in height.  6) The 2010 Master Plan 4.1.2 Village Form Goals, 4.1.2.1 Objectives (3) Preserve views of mountains and open expanses.

Lawrence Leeman and Rebecca Leeman, 1717 Dietz Loop, said they would like to put a second floor addition on their home.  He said when they purchased the home in 1999, within a few months of moving in, they found that the entire duct system had collapsed and they had no choice but to build a whole new duct system on top of the home.  He said the design is to expand the house and have a reasonable heating system with a solar electric system.  He said the concerns were about the hardship and preventing mountain views.  He said they spoke with their 13 neighbors in the area and they all signed a letter supporting the application.  He said they walked around and took pictures to show there are no mountain views affected because the entire addition would wind up below the tree line.  He said they are asking for a very small area of less than 3-5% of the addition which is about 11 x 11 feet that would go 2-1/2 feet above that.  

Rebecca Leeman showed the plans and what the purpose was for the 11 x 11 foot section.  She said they have had extremely high heating and cooling bills because of the ductwork being exposed on the roof.  
Stace McGee, architect for the Leeman’s, explained that they have a hardship because of the existing conditions in their house with the ductwork on top which requires them to build the second floor above that and limits them to non-typical ceiling heights.  He then showed pictures to prove that no part of the addition is actually blocking any part of the view corridor or harming anyone’s ability to live a good life in the neighborhood.  
Trustee Lopez said he recalls that the last time they had this discussion, there was considerable discussion about where the 26 feet was measured from.  He asked where the 26 and 28 feet is being measured from and he wanted to know where the bottom elevation was located.
Stace McGee responded that the 26 feet is measured from 6 inches below the floor finish of the first floor.
Planner Seebach said the definition in Ordinance 183, Section 2, for grade means “the lowest point of elevation of the finished surface of the ground between the exterior wall of the building and a point 5 feet distant from said wall or the lowest point of elevation of the finished floor of surface of the ground between the exterior wall of a building and the property line if it is less than 5 feet distance from said wall.  In case walls are parallel to and within 5 feet of a public sidewalk, alley or other public right of way, the grade shall be the elevation of the sidewalk, alley or public right of way.”
Casey Reed, 1727 Dietz Place, asked if the height of the pitched roof is included in the calculation.
Planner Seebach responded that it is.  She said the height of the building is from existing grade to the top of the pitch, top of the roof, top of the parapet.

Casey Reed said there are two existing structures that have pitched roofs that appear a good deal taller than 26 feet.  He said when he saw the Leeman’s design he thought it was admirable from an aesthetic point of view.  

Mayor Abraham said this administration has redone the definitions of a pitched roof and lowered it, so those houses may be non-conforming.
Trustee Questions

Trustee Homan said the Leeman’s had mentioned they were doing a number of items to enclose the outer envelope of the structures.  She asked how far they were going with the “green” initiative. 

Stace McGee said they have discussed going after a “Build Green New Mexico” certification or a Silver Certification, High Energy Efficiency Level.  He said both of those would allow them to go after the sustainable building tax credit that Governor Richardson put into being.  He said the commitment the Leeman’s are making to an environmentally appropriate house is quite large and commendable.  
Trustee Rael asked if they were to lower the tower down to the 26 feet, would the system not work as well.
Stace McGee responded that it would not work as effectively.  However, he said the Leeman’s would happily look at some type of compromise of where they would lose some ceiling height, go through the effort of redesign, if that would please the Mayor and Trustees.  He said they still would not be able to get down to the 26 foot height.

Mayor Abraham asked if there was anyone in the neighborhood who was opposed or was concerned about the renovation.

Planner Seebach said there was a letter opposing the project from a James Brown.
Trustee Discussion

Trustee Lopez said the last time they had intense discussion and they did approve a variance, he asked what the exceptions were.    

Planner Seebach responded that she thinks there are only 3 exceptions:  chimneys, bell towers, and windmills, but she would check the ordinance.
Trustee Homan said they have taken a lot of interest in protecting solar ability, etc., and she believes that is an energy efficiency measure.  She said she thinks under the hardship enforcements (B.5.) the 11 x 11 foot portion could be considered a chimney.  She said they are not asking for the entire structure to be at that height. 

   
MOTION:  Trustee Homan moved to approve the variance request based upon the variance meeting the hardship requirement under Section 24(B)(5).  Trustee Lopez seconded the motion

Trustee McDonough offered a friendly amendment to Trustee Homan’s motion that it is the consideration of the Board that the additional height is for a chimney.

Trustee Homan said the statement should be expanded that the Village continue to recognize the needs going forward in today’s world to be as energy conscious and use that energy as wisely as possible.  This is a matter that supports that effort.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

Trustee McDonough said the Village may need to look at its codes as they relate to the facilities that will be incorporated into green building and energy efficiency.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL AUTHORIZING WASTE MANAGEMENT A RATE ADJUSTMENT TO THE COLLECTION RATES BASED ON THE EXTRAORDINARY COST OF OPERATION PURSUANT TO EXHIBIT C, SECTION 26 OF THE CONTRACT 

Administrator Ward said the contract does provide that at any time Waste Management may petition the Board to increase rates based on extraordinary costs.
Marlene Feuer, Government Public Affairs Manager for Waste Management, said they have recently applied for a re-permit of the Rio Rancho landfill with a 50 foot expansion of the landfill.  She said what that will mean to the Village is that your landfill rate will be contained for a number of years.  She said she would like to praise the Village of Los Ranchos because they are probably the number one diverter of solid waste in the recycling programs.  She said Waste Management currently services Los Ranchos for recycling twice a month, first and third weeks of the month.  She said they would like to increase that to every other week at no additional charge.  She said she would also like to apologize for the massive hydraulic spill from the rear differential on one of their recycling trucks.  She said crews were in the Village for two days doing clean-up.    

Marlene Feuer said the request is based on $4.20 per gallon for diesel.  She said if it should come down, they will request an adjustment by percentage.
Trustee Homan asked what the last request average was.
Marlene Feuer said the Board approved the last fuel adjustment on July 11, 2007 and that was based on $2.90 per gallon.
Trustee Homan asked if there was a fuel element included in the last request for the CPI increase.
Marlene Feuer responded that the CPI does not account for a fuel element and she had issued a white paper to the Board explaining that after a previous meeting.
Mayor Abraham asked how long the contract is for.

Marlene Feuer said it is through March 2009.

Mayor Abraham said when the Village puts out the RFPs, he is going to request anyone bidding to have a satellite office in the Village so that the Village can receive the gross receipts from that.  
Trustee McDonough said in fairness, the Village needs to look at the impacts to Rio Rancho that go with fielding all the Waste Management trucks.

MOTION:  Trustee McDonough moved approval of the Waste Management Rate Adjustment.  Trustee Rael seconded the motion.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF A WINE WHOLESALERS’ LIQUOR LICENSE – JOHN CALVIN dba CASA RONDEÑA WINERY, 733 CHAVEZ RD NW

John Calvin, 733 Chavez Road, representing Casa Rondeña Winery.  He said he has a pair of licenses that were given to him by the State with the approval of the Village.  He said the Santa Fe guard has changed recently and one of the things that they are doing is looking at the previous regulations and slightly reinterpreting them.  He said when they received their wine growers’ license it allows them to grow grapes, make wine and to sell it.  He said they now need a license that they de facto have had for the last 13 years.  He said there will not be any increased activity in the Village, no increase in traffic, they simply will be allowed to do on paper what they have been doing with the blessing of the State all these years.      
Trustee Lopez asked Mr. Calvin what his vision is for the Casa Rondeña Winery. 

John Calvin said it is about private enterprise, freedom, expression, community, agriculture and culture.  He said they have grown from one building to four and the Village has been very supportive.  He said they are now at the limit of producing 10,000 cases and that is as far as they can go.  He said to go any further they will have to have more land.  
Trustee Rael suggested tying together with Rico Winery on 4th Street.
MOTION:  Trustee Homan moved approval of the Wine Wholesalers’ Liquor License for Casa Rondeña Winery.  Trustee McDonough seconded the motion.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE VILLAGE OF LOS RANCHOS AND RETAIL ONE, BETTY COOPER COSLETT FAMILY TRUST, PHYLLIS CHAVEZ, GEORGE AND FLORA MARTINEZ, RICHARD GALLEGOS AND ROBERT JOHNSON TO SECURE PROPERTY DESIGNATED AS THE VILLAGE CENTER PROJECT AREA

Mayor Abraham said they are placing a lot of importance on trying to develop the Village Center and this is the first major step forward in trying to secure the properties and combine them.  He said as a municipality they are trying to follow all the rules of procurement and make sure everyone is treated the same and that they have valid appraisals.

Administrator Ward said the action they are requesting is to authorize the Mayor to enter into purchase agreements, negotiate if necessary within the scope of the appraisals, so that they can secure the properties identified on the map to make this a viable project when they go out to the community to solicit a developer for the property.  He said their intention is to continue on and secure the entire location.
MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval authorizing the Mayor to enter into agreements between the Village of Los Ranchos and Retail One, Betty Cooper Coslett Family Trust, Phyllis Chavez, George and Flora Martinez, Richard Gallegos and Robert Johnson to secure the property designated as the Village Center project area utilizing the scope of the appraisals and other legal advice as may be necessary to secure this legally and properly.  Trustee McDonough seconded the motion.

Mayor Abraham asked Attorney King if this gives him the authority to actually sign closing documents for these properties.

Attorney King responded that it could say negotiate, enter into and execute but she believes enter into is the same thing as execute.
Trustee Lopez said he would like to add “execute” to his motion.
Trustee McDonough continued his second of the motion.

Trustee Rael asked if he should recuse himself from this vote.

Mayor Abraham responded that the only time he thinks Trustee Rael should recuse himself is when they come to the vote on his personal property.

VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

  
D.
DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL TO ISSUE A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR A DEVELOPER OF THE VILLAGE CENTER PROJECT AREA

Administrator Ward said he wanted this on the agenda to show progress toward the ultimate goal of bringing a developer in.  He said there is a meeting in two weeks where if there are substantive changes the Board wants to see, it can be brought back to them at that time. 

Trustee Lopez asked if this would be advertised in the newspapers.  
Administrator Ward responded that it would be advertised extensively and they would probably go even broader than is required by State law.

Trustee McDonough said the things he saw were minor.  He said on page 14, the design submission “should” include the following….  He said he would like to see “should” changed to “will” or “must”.  He said the scales of the drawing should be 1 to 100.  He said on page 8, there is a brief list of uses that could be included, but not limited to, and if there is anything that they as a Board want to limit and not allow in that Village Center, now would be the time to bring those things up.
Administrator Ward said the list includes convenience stores, super market at Village scale, medical clinics, coffee shops and cafes, restaurants and entertainment venues, service businesses and office use, specialty book stores, health clubs, hair salons, spas, business office, antique craft shops, specialty retails and specialty services. 
Trustee McDonough said they have a bigger list in the Zoning Code for the Village Center Zoning and under that they made some last minute allowances for automotive shops and some other things that may not be appropriate in the Village Center development. 

Administrator Ward said the intent here was to give some guidance to a prospective developer indicating the type of development the Village would like to see there.  He said it can be tightened up by suggesting in the RFP what the Village would like to see and then when it comes to the final development plan, that would be another check point to make sure they are not bringing in a development that is not wanted.

MOTION:  Trustee McDonough moved to defer this item to the September 10th Board meeting.  Trustee Homan seconded the motion.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL TO ADVERTISE AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 31 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES, THE ZONING ORDINANCE AND ZONE MAP, SECTION 2, DEFINITIONS AND SECTION 24, APPLICATION AND APPROVAL PROCESS, E (1) SITE DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Planner Seebach said on July 8, 2008, the Planning & Zoning Commission moved to forward the Site Development Plan amendment with a recommendation of approval to the Board of Trustees.  She said staff examined five Site Development Ordinances from different communities in New Mexico and developed this ordinance utilizing the best aspects of the different plans and the Village’s Stormwater Management Ordinance.
Trustee McDonough said on page 4 of 12, sheet size 24 x 36 is the standard sheet size; page 8 of 12, under roadway specifications, it says “curbs and gutters are not allowed in order to maintain the rural agricultural nature of the Village”, the intent is that standard curb and gutter is not allowed—roll curb may well be encouraged to protect the asphalt; page 9 of 12 regarding private, paved roadways, there is a growing movement toward porous pavement, something that suggests approved alternate or approved equal that would allow for those types of private roads; Attachment 1, which is a typical section for a roadway that shows curb and gutter, someone should work on the attachment so it does not show curb and gutter.
MOTION:  Trustee McDonough moved approval to advertise in summary an ordinance amending Chapter 31 of the Codified Ordinances. Trustee Rael seconded the motion.


VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

He said the Environment Department looked into this and it was decided that a community should be free to decide.  He said they can perform stormwater management activities that really do affect the clean water or they can clean their garbage cans.  He said he believes we should clean our storm drains on 4th Street.

Administrator Ward said the agreement is an extension of the services we receive from the four officers.  He said we had budgeted $350,000 and the agreement is for $380,000 and there is a bit of a dispute about what Bernalillo County is actually billing us.  He said he believes it has to do with overtime not running as high as they had originally budgeted.  He said specialty pay is also an issue but he believes they can work through the issues and manage the contract.  He said he is still discussing it with them and the bill will not be paid until all the questions are answered. 

Trustee McDonough noted that it has gone up 10% per year and that overtime is equal to 24% of the total salaries.  He said he thinks at some point they need to start discussing either less overtime or another full-time person.
