1.   CALL TO ORDER
The Village of Los Ranchos Governing Body held a Regular Meeting on Wednesday, Nov. 12, 2003 in the Warren J. Gray Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

A.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

MOTION:  Trustee Rembe moved approval of the amended agenda.  Trustee Rael seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously.


B.
PRESENTATION OF PLAQUE TO FIRE DEPARTMENT – SALLY KRONER
Sally Kroner, Barbe Awalt and Paul Rhetts presented a plaque and two checks for $1,050.00 and for $1,000.00 from T-shirt sales and from a fundraiser from the Dietz Farm residents to thank the Fire Department.
Trustee Rembe said the Bosque School is going to name a part of their campus after the Village Firemen and all the people that helped out during the fire.


C.
DISCUSSION OF LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES WITH BERNALILLO COUNTY SHERIFF DARREN WHITE

Trustee Siegel expressed his concerns with the service the village is receiving with the Sgt. and the other officers being reassigned to other areas, the lack of updated crime statistics and other problems.
Sheriff White said they have had some personnel issues and have asked the Sgt. to take on some additional responsibilities for an interim basis. He explained more about what the deputies were doing outside their Village duties. He said someone always responded to calls, that no service calls were going unanswered. He explained a new mapping system for the statistical information and said at this time they have very limited crime information availability. He said APD is responsible for keeping all their records. 
Mayor Hooker spoke about the lack of community presence and sense of safety that has been lost with the lack of bike patrols and the more visible presence of deputies in the Village.

Sheriff White said he’d check into why the bike patrols aren’t happening anymore. He spoke about rising crime rates all over the county. He said he wants more data and the chance to analyze it better before he would come to the Village and report, with any degree of confidence that the four deputies are enough or you need more. He said the mapping system would be in place on January 1st, and it would take 6 to 7 weeks to work out bugs and make changes and he would have information hopefully by March.
Administrator Rosoff said they certainly agree that the Sheriff Department responds to incidents in the Village but what is lacking is emphasis on things that are not incidents, the community pleasing  policing that was mentioned and our biggest problem is calls about speeding. We see the reports on how many tickets are written and it’s not very many. He said that the village needs more emphasis on speed and traffic control.

ENGINEERING PRESENTATION ON RIO GRANDE TRAILS PLAN
Karen Jacobsen from ASCG spoke about the engineering class at UNM and how some of the students were working with her on their senior projects.
Leila (UNM student) spoke about the traffic calming design at two different locations, Chavez Road & Rio Grande Blvd. and Rio Grande Lane & Rio Grande Blvd. She spoke about the roundabout options they considered. She said the recommendation that they came up with for both intersections was the urban single lane roundabout.
Sarah (UNM student) spoke about the bicycle and pedestrian trail that would run from Montano to Ortega Rd.  She said they would recommend the two-directional trail on one side of the road, because of the limited right of way, and it would be placed on the east side of the road from Montano to Chavez and from Chavez to Ortega it would be on the west side of the street.

B.
PRESENTATION ON FOURTH STREET – NM LARKIN
David Owsley with the Larkin Group spoke about the design for 4th St., from Camino Español to Schulte. He spoke about public involvement, the meeting with the 4th St. Business Owners, drainage report and the conceptual design report.
There was a long discussion on the ponding plans and the paving plans.
Ray Macy with the Larkin Group walked the Board through the project. He spoke of medians, landscaping, right of ways, access into certain properties, curvature of the road, core area of the Village having special paving, sidewalks, signals, the right out only at Chavez Rd., utilities, dual left turn lanes on Osuna and what will have to be done for the Bank of Albuquerque. He spoke of the changes planned for Osuna Rd.

Details of the traffic flow were discussed also.
Mike Contreras said on the east driveway on the eastern portion of Osuna that he would like to see full access into his shopping center. He also expressed his concern with the sidewalk being curved instead of straight.
Bernie Sanchez asked if there was a possibility of acquiring right of way from the bank to create a right hand turn lane on Osuna to turn north on 4th St.

John Calvin asked about the traffic through the shopping center parking lot to get to Chavez Rd.

John McDowell spoke about the traffic at Osuna and 4th St. and the exiting traffic from the bank.
2. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
Janet Stebleton spoke about the traffic calming measures.
Lillian Derwellis spoke about the graffiti on Ranchitos and Rio Grande, the paint on 4th St. being bad, concerns about the City of Albuquerque putting up a trail map of all the ditches in the North Valley and the signalization on 4th St.

Barbara Chavez spoke about a recent robbery at Hartnett Park and other robberies/burglaries up and down Rio Grande Blvd. She thought something should be said in the Village Newsletter. She also questioned about the taking of right of way property on the corner of Chavez and Rio Grande for the roundabout.
Gwen Allen-Ilg & Group of residents from Pueblo Solano voiced their concerns about the amount of traffic and the velocity of the traffic cutting through their street. 

Jan McNeal voiced her concerns about traffic and the procedures for speed bumps or cul-de-sacs.

Claudia Cole said that she heard that 2nd St. was expanding when she was at the P&Z meeting. She said she wants the traffic to slow down. She said she was not happy with the P&Z commission’s decision on a recent zone change.
Elaine Gold said she has almost gotten run over twice by a school bus on her road.

5. OLD BUSINESS

A.
DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF AN ORDINANCE

AMENDING CHAPTER 22 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCE,

SEWER SYSTEMS
Trustee Lopez said that it appears to contain all the discussed changes and he saw no

problem with it.

Trustee Rael said that on Item 4B there needed to be some language clarification on 
easement.

Trustee Siegel spoke of his concern about the people that have installed a new septic system because of the slowness of the sewer project. He wondered if some language should be added allowing them to have a grace period of 5 years before they had to hook up. 
Philip Day said he has a septic system and his own water well, and is not connected to the city water or sewer at all. He said the Village already has control over the septic systems by the building permits and does not want the Village to require hook-up. 

Administrator Rosoff said the Village has nothing to do with the permitting of septic systems, NMED regulates that. He suggested the language for the 5 year grace period be a sub-paragraph of Paragraph 4B.
Barbara Chavez asked if you are within 200 feet are you required to hook up to the sewer within two years. She also asked about a volume discount if you owned several pieces of property that would be affected by the sewer hookup.
MOTION: Trustee Lopez moved approval as amended to include the easement

language in 4B and the Subparagraph of 4B.  Trustee Siegel seconded the motion.
VOTE: Trustee Lopez, aye; Trustee Siegel, aye; Trustee Rembe, aye; Trustee Rael,

aye.   The motion carried unanimously.
B.
DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF AN ORDINANCE 
AMENDING CHAPTER 11 OF THECODIFIED ORDINANCE,

FLOOD DAMAGE PREVENTION
Administrator Rosoff explained that this change was simply adding one sentence to satisfy a request of FEMA that says the Village has adopted a flood insurance map and study effective on November 19, 2003.

MOTION:  Trustee Siegel moved approval.  Trustee Lopez seconded the motion.
VOTE: Trustee Lopez, aye; Trustee Siegel, aye; Trustee Rembe, aye; Trustee Rael, aye.   The motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

A.
APPROVAL TO CANCEL THE NOVEMBER 26 AND DECEMBER 24 BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING 
MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval.  Trustee Siegel seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously.

B. DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF A RESOLUTION NO. 2003-
11-1- ESTABLISHING A 90 DAY MORATORIUM ON APPLICATIONS FOR SUBDIVISION FOR PROPERTIES IN THE RIO GRANDE BLVD CHARACTER ZONES
Trustee Siegel said he’d like to propose an amendment to include the Guadalupe Trail Corridor.
David Mathews said this was advertised specifically to extend it to include the other areas.
Trustee Siegel asked if a similar moratorium could be drafted to cover the Guadalupe Corridor. He asked that public meetings be set up for the public to make their opinions known.
Larry Abraham said he appreciated the moratorium, but said he wanted them to realize that they were just trying to put back the setback that was taken away from them in 1996. He said there might be three problems that would need an exception from the 280 foot setback.
There was a long discussion about cluster housing and the subdivision ordinance regarding sewer hookups.

MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval.  Trustee Rael seconded the motion.

VOTE: Trustee Lopez, aye; Trustee Siegel, aye; Trustee Rembe, aye; Trustee Rael, aye.   The motion carried unanimously. 
A resolution should be on the agenda in December for the Guadalupe Corridor.

C. DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL TO ADVERTISE IN 
SUMMARY AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 161, PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION, THE PLANNING AND ZONING ACTION MATRIX
Mayor Hooker said he had one question on the 4th St. Commercial corridor, he said when we say village center what are we describing in that line item.

Administrator Rosoff explained that the village center is within the 4th St. commercial corridor. 
MOTION:  Trustee Rael moved approval.  Trustee Siegel seconded the motion. 
VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously.
D. DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2003-
11-2 CALLING FOR THE 2004 REGULAR MUNICIPAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON MARCH 2, 2004
Trustee Siegel asked if there was going to be any way to put the mill levy thing public safety tax on the ballot (for added police protection funds).  He said he believed this needed to be brought to the voters.

John McDowell talked about the sheriff’s department presence in the past and what it’s like now.

MOTION:  Trustee Rael moved approval.  Trustee Lopez seconded the motion.

VOTE:  Trustee Lopez, aye; Trustee Siegel, aye; Trustee Rembe, aye; Trustee Rael, aye.  The motion carried unanimously.

B. First Quarter Financial Report

Allen Leatherwood explained some corrections and walked through the quarterly cash reports with the Board explaining expenditures and incoming funds. 
Planner Tidwell stated that the amounts for building permits were incorrect.

MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval to accept both monthly and quarterly reports and pay the bills. Trustee Siegel seconded the motion. 
VOTE:  The motion carried unanimously.
8. REPORTS

A. MAYOR'S REPORT 
Mayor Hooker reported that Orval Harrison was having surgery. He congratulated Mike Gonzales for completing training for Heavy Equipment Troubleshooting and Servicing, and that the new traffic light will be dedicated on Nov. 19th.
Trustee Lopez said the Water Board passed a draft resolution that each community should consider for approval, we should put this draft resolution on our Dec. 10th  agenda.
Trustee Siegel said that Los Ranchos was never mentioned in the report, and it contains a lot of controversial things in the village.
B. ADMINISTRATOR'S  REPORT
Administrator Rosoff reported on the cul-de-sac procedure for Pueblo Solano and the belief that the traffic they are experiencing will be less after the 4th & Osuna construction. The Area K sewer vacuum pump station bid opening was a week ago Monday, the Village’s share of that would be about $70,000.00. The contract with the accountant has been terminated, and that the position description has been revised and given it to the Mayor and we would like to go back to having the accountant be an employee.
Trustee Lopez said Loretta Tollefson of COG asked if the village would consider a contribution of $500.00 to a very important transportation meeting in December.
Administrator Rosoff said it could be taken out of the membership funds without needing to budget for it.

Mayor Hooker said the COG received a grant to hold a series of pedestrian safety and planning workshops and they have agreed to hold one of the workshops here in the village.

C.
LEGAL REPORT 
Attorney Mathews reported that encroachment letters had been sent out; the Kantor lawsuit was still alive; he met with Larry Abraham and John Robb; he met with the Municipal Boundary Committee Attorney; he spoke on the Sanchez case; looked at the properties on Garduno; Ruiz (Gemini Fireworks) is behind on the installation of sprinkler systems.
Administrator Rosoff said the results on the recycling survey were split between staying with the blue containers and going to the larger containers with twice monthly pick-up.

PLANNER’S REPORT
Director Tidwell reported that the planning aide position has been filled and that the La Chamisa Mobile Home Park is being investigated.
Mayor Hooker asked about the Blanchard proposal.

Administrator Rosoff said no application has been submitted at this time.

E.  FIRE DEPT. REPORT
Administrator Rosoff said the Fire Department expressed their appreciation of the support of the public, the Chief is at a conference and will be back to work on Nov. 14th.
F.  ENGINEER’S REPORT
Karen Jacobsen spoke about the traffic signal on Los Ranchos & 4th St., traffic calming measures on Pueblo Solano, Ortega near Garduno, the crossing on Rio Grande near Paseo. She spoke about the Trails Committee meetings and the Trails Master Plan. Traffic issues were discussed.
