project.

certified by the end of the fiscal year.  He called the Department of Transportation and met with Mr. Steve Harris, Design Division Director and Mr. Ronald Noedel, Right of Way Operations Chief.  Administrator Vigil said he will meet with Bernalillo County to find alternatives to save the money if we cannot utilize that funding this Federal fiscal year.

4. It will be clearly defined who is responsible for the operation and maintenance of 

the private street. 

5. The guidelines set forth as part of the Special Use Permit will become part of the 

subdivision approval.

6.  A second fire hydrant will be clearly marked on the final plat.

7.  A clear indication of the set backs as defined in the undated Cindy Chavez letter 


shall be on the final plat.

8.  An indication of the drainage plan on the plat

10.  The C1 properties be developed and used as residential.
