A. MAYOR'S REPORT

            
Mayor Abraham reported on the Village’s presentation to the AMAFCA Board supporting general obligation bonds for the 4th Street Project Ponding area.  He said the

            AMAFCA Board will not take any action on its general obligation bond program until their

            August 2004 meeting.           

Mayor Abraham attended the Bank of America grand opening and ribbon cutting and he said that the Barbeque Cook-Off at the Growers Market went well.

B. ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

            Administrator Vigil reported that the Unser Museum has closed on the purchase of the property.  Administrator Vigil, Mr. Unser, and Ms. Pine had a conference call with Mr. Jimenez, Secretary of Dept. of Finance Administration concerning the legislative appropriations.  His advice is for the Village to enter into a Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Albuquerque allocating the funding for design, furnishings, and equipment to the Village.  A meeting with Mayor Chavez is being pursued.  Mr. Jimenez stated that reauthorization of the construction funds is required because he does not think local entities can appropriate any of the construction money through the joint power agreement process.  

Administrator Vigil said he continues to work with the Larkin Group on the 4th Street improvements.  They have identified most of the right of way that needs to be purchased.  The Village needs Larkin to get the verification of ownership.  After verification of ownership, staff will come to the Board requesting authorization to proceed with acquiring appraisals of each parcel of property.  The design plans are at 85% completion and should be ready to show to the Board by August or September.

LEGAL REPORT 

Attorney Mathews reported that there are some developments on the John Aragon case 
and he will write to each Trustee confidentially.  Some code enforcement cases have come up on 8509 Rio Grande where there are inoperable vehicles and also trash in the area that has not been cleaned up.  He is still waiting to get the court order on 267 Osuna NW, due to the Court being closed. 
The Village gave the owners of 916 Ranchitos ten (10) days to clean up the area which has already expired.  The area still needs work.  

There is a fence violation on 8120 Guadalupe Trail, which will go through Municipal 
Court.  He said he is continuing to write for the Village Vision.
Administrator Vigil asked Mr. Mathews if their has been a lien filed with the Court so 
the Village can recover expenses for cleaning 916 Ranchitos.  
Attorney Mathews said there has not been a lien placed and will work on getting that 
done.

PLANNER’S REPORT 
           
Planner Wilkins said the Commissioners approved minor changes to the City of Albuquerque Vacuum Sewer Station at Rio Grande and Montano.  

The Planning & Zoning Commissioners deferred Cindy Chavez’s final plat application as all materials were not submitted in a timely manner.  

The Commissioners are forwarding the recommendation that the Board of Trustees adopt a $20.00 dollar fixed review fee for solid walls and fences above (four) 4 feet in height.  

The fulltime position in the Planning and Zoning Department has been advertised.  More efforts need to go into recruitment.

FIRE DEPT. REPORT

            Chief Clarke reported that 22 out of 24 volunteers passed the red card test, which consists 
            of a 3 mile walk with 45 pounds in 45 minutes.  She said there are ten (10) available positions in the volunteer program. There was a fire in the bosque near Tinnin Farms, which was contained by the Fire Dept. and there are 8 people assisting with the bosque fire on 8th and Bridge.

CASH REPORT – MAY

            Treasurer Leatherwood reported that receipts were $172,406 and expenditures were 
            $120,915, with an excess of $51,551.  Leatherwood said for the year our receipts were $2,266,000 and expenditures $2.4 million, but that we are still in the deficit of $148,000. Leatherwood said the cash went up $28,000 for the month, and the total cash at the end of May was 1,040,495.  For the year it was decreased 104,733 dollars.  

Trustee Lopez requested that Mr. Leatherwood create a spreadsheet that shows how much the Village has paid for engineers this year.  Mr.  Leatherwood proposed changing the format of the cash report in order to reduce the amount of paper being used.  He would like a one page report.
