4.
REPORTS
A. MAYOR'S REPORT

Mayor Abraham said he has appointed Harry Weil to the Middle Rio Grande Council of Governments Public Involvement Committee (PIC).  Mayor Abraham said he is working with Auto Zone who is attempting to locate on Mullen and 4th Street.  Mayor Abraham asked for the help of the Trustees in talking with the neighborhood residents who are not in favor, and who have rejected this under their covenants.  Trustee Homan asked if the community would address what their concerns are with Auto Zone.  He also reported that a four way stop sign has been installed at Roehl and Guadalupe.
B. ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

Administrator Vigil reported that the 4th Street Project funding, from the Federal Government that is administered through the COG and the State in the amount of $467,000.00, was allocated to the current Federal Fiscal Year, which ends September 30, 2004.   He said that after working with the State and MRCOG, we have been able to transfer the money into the next fiscal year.  He recommended that the FEMA Grant be included in the Special Fund and therefore would reduce the General Fund.

C.
LEGAL REPORT 

Attorney Matthews stated the Village Judge had one hearing in Municipal Court and will probably have two or three in July.  He said that Administrator
Vigil informed him of a property on Osuna Road that is a fire hazard and he will be taking this to District Court for an immediate order of entry.  There is also a mobile home in J & J Mobile Home Park that needs to be moved, and is a case that is currently open. 
Trustee Lopez asked Mr. Matthews about the ownership of the property on Ranchitos.  Mr. Matthews said he has had no response from the Attorneys office.  Trustee Lopez asked if the property could be auctioned.  Matthews said he will file an action in State District Court that would allow the Village to enter the property, because it is a fire hazard.

PLANNER’S REPORT

Planner Wilkins stated that the Planning & Zoning Commission held a work study and special meeting on the Guadalupe Trail Character area ordinance.  She said the next P&Z Commission meeting will be held on June 22, 2004, and will have the Cindy Chavez final plat for the major subdivision, and a variance for minor changes to the sewer vacuum station K on Rio Grande and Montano.

FIRE DEPT. REPORT

Chief Clarke said she contacted the Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District regarding weed control, and are now clearing the weeds and spraying for weeds twice a year.  She said she would like to put MRGCD contact information in the Newsletter so that Villagers can contact them directly with concerns.  She also reported that the County has provided an EMT basic course for the Fire Fighters.  Currently she is in the process of hiring a new driver, and upon passing his physical examination and back ground check he will start next week.
Trustee Lopez said he would like to see the Village have a pet clinic at the Fire Department again.  Chief Clarke said she will work with Animal Control to establish this.

A REQUEST BY SUSAN PINE (AGENT) FOR AL UNSER (PURCHASER) FOR AN AMENDMENT TO AN EXISTING SPECIAL USE PERMIT (OFFICE PARK) TO ALLOW FOR A MUSEUM AND ACCESSORY USES IN “UNIT A” AND ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICES AND ACCESSORY USES IN “UNIT B”. THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED AT 1776 MONTANO NW, AND LEGALLY KNOWN AS A CERTAIN TRACT OF LAND SITUATED IN SECTION 31, TOWNSHIP 11 NORTH, RANGE 3 EAST, NEW MEXICO PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, BERNALILLO COUNTY, NEW MEXICO, BEING IDENTIFIED AS A WESTERLY PORTION OF TRACT NO. 8-A-1 OF LOS POBLANOS RANCH, AS SHOWN ON THE MIDDLE RIO GRANDE CONSERVANCY DISTRICT PROPERTY MAP NO. 31. THIS PARCEL CONTAINS APPROXIMATELY 4.97 ACRES. THIS APPLICATION IS FORWARDED BY THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION WITH RECOMMENDATION OF APPROVAL AS HEARD AT THEIR REGULAR MEETING HELD ON MAY 25, 2004.  
Richard Metz, who resides at 4320 Rio Grande spoke about the Museum and said he feels it will be great for the Village, but also feels that there needs to be more discussion and better notification of proposals and details about the museum.  

Frank Mangano, who resides at 4300 Rio Grande spoke about not being notified about the museum activities.  He said he feels there needs to be more discussion on what are the special activities that will take place.
Dan Mayfield, who resides at 5515 Poblanos Court said he feels the Museum will be good for the Village.

David Baird, who resides at 2205 Dietz Farm Road said he is in favor of the Museum.

Attorney Matthews stated that loud parties would not be allowed in the Village according to the Noise Ordinance so the Villager’s do not have to worry about this taking place at the Musuem.

Susan Pine stated that the revenue that needs to come into the Museum to keep it running requires them to seek out different activities for revenue making.  For example, Corporate Meeting Events.  She wants the Village residents to know that the primary purpose of this project is the Unser Racing Museum and to house the collection of the families things.  The other activities they are getting involved in are ways to bring in revenue. 
John Calvin stated that he is required to have 45 days worth of notice to have any more than 50 people.  He is also required to go through Planning & Zoning.  He said he is noticing that there is a difference in what he is required to do for event approval as opposed to what Al Unser is required to do.

MOTION:  Trustee Lopez moved approval of the special use permit, with the stipulation that for the first year, if any events will last passed 10 p.m. a 
special request must be made and permission granted.  Trustee McDonough seconded the motion.

Trustee Lopez made an amendment to his motion to include the staff’s conditions as follows:  
1. If the Unsers should choose to continue with the “Children’s Discovery Center”  that an amendment be filed to the Special Use Permit.

2. Hours of Operation be limited to 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM (as stated in the    application), six days a week, allowing functions to take place after hours.

            3. All functions must be indoors, as stated in the application.

            4. A landscaping plan be submitted with the Construction Drawings for approval by                               

            Village staff.

            5. Employee Parking shall be to the South of Building 2 or Unit B.

6. The items left from the contractor’s yard operation be removed within six                         months.

            7. 10:00 P.M. limit on after hours functions throughout the week. 

            8.  The after hour functions be limited to 250 people.
